Key highlights include:

e Gashora Water Project - In partnership with
Journey House Actions Rwanda, this project will
deliver safe, solar-pumped water to over 7,000
residents, reducing disease and improving
livelihoods.

e Gashora ECD Expansion — Construction of two new
classrooms and a secure perimeter fence to
accommodate 60 more children and enhance safety
and learning conditions.
